Councilmember Zandamela asked what the Port® involvement was in establishing
economic growth in the City of Ridgefield.
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Mr. Grening said that the Port works with the local entities to establish land use needs
and economic needs.

There was discussion on the process involved with the establishment of the Seventh
Day Adventist headquarters located in Ridgefield.

Deputy Mayor Reinhold asked what the Port of Ridgefield® vision was for the 219™
interchange.

Mr. Grening said that he saw the interchange as being the ext great commercial
intersection in Clark CountyO He said that the Port Commissioners wanted to make sure
that the retail establishments, which could potentially be developed at that intersection,
do not detract from the North Cities.

Deputy Mayor Reinhold said that he felt the surrounding Cities and the County
Commission need to unite on the interchange project.

Port Commissioner Melroy agreed with Deputy Mayor Reinhold the North Cities, the
Port, and the County needed to unite on the interchange project.

There was discussion on the involvement the Port had in the LIFT program the County
was involved for the 179" street project.

There was discussion on the development of large retail facilities and the effects on the
City of Battle Ground and the surrounding area.

Mayor Ciraulo thanked both Mr. Grening and Commissioner Joe Melroy for their time
and partnership with the City over the years and for years to come.

Mr. Maul said that the Planning Commission recommended that Council proceed with all
three requests.

There was discussion on the possible implications on future land use needs associated
with some of the rezoning requests in the third request.
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Councilmember Ganley asked what the limitation was with a mixed use employment
designation as opposed to a regional commercial designation.

Mr. Maul said that mixed use employment would allow for multi used facilities including
dental facilities, office space, and even residential space.

Councilmember Ganley asked if it would not allow for a ®ig boxCretailer.

Mr. Maul said that a ®ig boxOretailer would not be allowed under a mixed use
employment zoning designation.

There was discussion on the Pavlina Comp Plan Request.

Deputy Mayor Reinhold asked if the City had any say in the mitigation of land within the
City limits.

Mr. Maul explained the land mitigation process.

There was discussion on the consideration of wetland areas in the overall comp plan
process.

Councilmember Walters agreed with Deputy Mayor Reinhold in the importance of the
wetland mitigation process.

Councilmember Zandamela asked how the City benefits from retail centers as opposed
to industrial developments.

Mr. Maul said that in terms of jobs verses tax revenues there is little difference between
retail centers and industrial developments to the City.

Battle Ground and Highlands Little Leaque Lease: Presentation

Parks Director Debbi Hanson said that in early April of 2008, the Council extended the
little league lease through July 15, 2008. Ms. Hanson presented Council with a draft
agreement for the little leagues to extend the lease agreement again, due to end of the
year tournaments. She said that the draft lease agreement would be for one year.

Ms. Hanson said that the rental fee was based on the Gair market valueGandcould be
adjusted in the future if the Council decided to enter into the draft agreement as
presented. She said that the rental fees for each league would be approximately $3,700
each.

Ms. Hanson discussed some additions she made to the new lease agreement.
Councilmember Haberthur asked what the appraised value of Fairgrounds Park was.

Ms. Hanson said that the appraised value of Fairgrounds Park was $981,446.00 for just
the land.

There was discussion on the determination of the rental use fees as outlined in the draft
lease agreement presented.

Councilmember Haberthur asked if alcohol would be permitted at the baseball fields.
Ms. Hanson said no. She said that alcohol was not allowed in any City Park.
There was further discussion on the rental use fees.

Councilmember Walters asked if league sign-ups was going to be allowed at Fairground
Park.

Ms. Hanson said she was not aware that league sign-ups was an activity that was
conducted at the park, and she would include that in the list of uses for the league.

Councilmember Walters asked if the lease agreement was exclusive to Battle Ground
and Highlands Little Leagues, and if they would be allowed to rent the fields out to a third

party.

Ms. Hanson said that in the draft agreement presented the little leagues would be
permitted to lease the fields to a third party.

Councilmember Walters said that she was not in favor of the little leagues renting the
fields to a third party.

There was discussion on the little leagues and the City® budget process.

Deputy Mayor Reinhold said that he thought that a staff should oversee the maintenance
being preformed by the little league of the ball fields rather then the little leagues.

Councilmember Ganley said that he was relying on Ms. Hanson, as the parks Director,
to foster the relationship between the City and the little leagues.

Ms. Hanson said that she could provide a section in the draft lease agreement for a
stewardship for maintenance for the ball fields. She said that in the draft lease
agreement she included verbiage establishing a timeline for the City@ budget process.
